Problem 7: Route 9 

The intersection with NYS Route 9 (Intersection G) is on the eastern edge of the network. It is signalized and fully actuated. Its eastbound approach (Rte 146) is four lanes wide (double left, through, and free right). The westbound approach is also four lanes wide (double left, through, and through/right). The north and southbound approaches are for Route 9. The northbound approach is four lanes wide (double left, through, and through/right) as is the southbound approach (left, double through, and free right).
